All  
works must be original and never before shown at  
The Rock School Open Art Competition. 
  
Age Requirements - Must be 18 or older. 
  
Presentation Requirements - All paintings must be 
ready for hanging. Size is limited to 48” horizontally 
and vertically. There is a limit of 2 entries per artist. 
  
Hanging Committee’s Authority - The committee 
reserves the right to reject a painting for any reason. 
 
Liability - Entries will be handled with every care,  
but the Rock School Galleries cannot be responsible  
for loss or damage from any cause.
